Dog park members must provide record of current rabies vaccination for all dogs entering the 
parks. Members have unlimited access to both Shamrock Dog Park (located on Wabash 
Avenue) and McPaw Dog Park (once it opens). 
 
Shamrock Dog Park offers three spacious paddocks for all dogs and one paddock specifically 
for small dogs. McPaw Dog Park will feature four paddocks for all dogs, plus one paddock for 
small dogs. The all-dogs paddocks in McPaw Dog Park include a spray pad feature, pond, 
doggy playground, and other dog play elements. 
 
A dedication ceremony to celebrate the completion of the McCaw Park Phase One project 
which included the parking lot expansion, new restroom facility and McPaw Dog Park will be 
held on Friday, April 19, 2024. We will have several giveaways and membership specials, dog 
treats, local food trucks and much more for the grand opening. Active dog park members will be 
admitted into the dog park.
