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2026 Summer Camp Registration Process and Updates  
Dear Parents and Guardians,  

Welcome to our Summer Camp program. We are delighted your family will be joining us 
and look forward to a fun, safe, and enriching experience for your child! 

If you have participated in our Summer Camp program in the past, please note that we 
have implemented some changes to our administrative and payment processes to improve 
our overall program efficiency.  These changes are highlighted below: 

Registration: 
• Online registration is available this year and we encourage everyone to enroll online. 

The form can be completed on a computer, tablet or smartphone for your 
convenience.  A link to the enrollment portal and instructions are provided at the 
end of this document. Registration will open on Friday, January 23, 2026, and a 
camp discount will be offered for a short period of time for those who enroll early 
and are eligible for the discount.   

Payments: 
• Our new automated online payment system requires that a debit/credit card be on-

file to finalize enrollment.   
• A nominal “deposit” of $5.00 per week of camp (per camper) will be charged to 

secure enrollment in your desired weeks of camp.  Your $5.00 deposit will then be 
applied towards the $150.00 fee for camp.   

• Payments will be due on Friday PRIOR to your camper’s participation and will be 
charged automatically to the credit card on file.     

• For example, during registration, if you select 5 weeks of camp for one camper, your 
card will be charged $5.00 deposit x 5 weeks of camp -$25.00.  During each of the 5 
weeks of camp, your card will be charged $145.00 per week for the remaining 
balance. 

• Parents/Guardians are responsible for ensuring that the card information on file is 
current and has sufficient funds available to cover camp fees. 

• Please be sure to carefully read over the “Payment Policies & Procedures” to get all 
the details regarding these automatic payments and down payment processes. 
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Camp Fees:  
**Note – we will no longer be offering a daily rate for campers. We will offer a 10-day pass 
for campers who will only attend specific days of camp throughout the summer.  

• Weekly Rate: $150 per child for up to two children in the household 
• Third Child Rate: $120 per week for the third child in the household and any 

additional children 
• 10 Day Pass: $550 – due up front at registration 

o The pass allows you to pick 10 specific days during the summer for your child 
to attend. 

o You can purchase multiple class passes if desired. 
 
Camp Discount: 
We will be offering an early bird discount this year for those who meet the eligibility 
requirements listed below:   

• Registration must be fully completed between 12:01a.m.  on Friday January 23, 2026 – 
11:59 p.m. on Sunday February 1st, 2026.  

• Your camper(s) MUST be registered for a MINIMUM of 6 weeks of summer camp. 
Campers with enrollment for fewer than 6 weeks are not eligible for a camp discount. 

• Incomplete registrations or registrations made after the deadline will not be eligible for 
the discount.  NO EXCEPTIONS.   

• Registrations submitted after February 1st will be enrolled in camp at the regular camp 
rates and no discount will be applied. 

• Campers who meet ALL the eligibility requirements will receive a 10% weekly fee 
discount for the first child and a 5% weekly fee discount for any additional child after 
the first.  
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Online Registration Instructions and FAQ’s 

1. Visit the Lafayette Parks & Recreation CivicRec enrollment website using the link 
below:

2. Login to view your account (if you have made one in the past) or create a new 
account and ensure all children attending camp are on your account.  

3. Visit the red McAllister Recreation Center tab and find the “McAllister Summer 
Camp” option under “McAllister Camps.” You must first register your campers for 
the “2026 Summer Camp Registration,” which requires a $50 non-refundable 
registration fee, before it will allow you to register for specific weeks of camp.

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4. Click on “2026 Summer Camp Registration”  

a. Select each camper that you would like to register by checking the box next 
to their name and then click “add to cart” which will be a green button under 
camper’s names.  

 

**If you DO NOT wish to register for weeks at this time, proceed with checking out and 
completing the prompts and waivers, steps 5-7, of this section.  

• Please note: weeks are limited to the first 40 campers registered. This $50 non-
refundable deposit does not reserve your spot for camp weeks. The only way to 
reserve your place for the week is to register for the weeks and pay the $5 down 
payment.  

**If you DO wish to register for camp weeks at this time, go to Page 6 and follow the 
“Registering for Camp Week” steps. After all weeks are selected, you will select Checkout 
and complete all prompts, waivers, and payment plans. 

 

5. Once added to cart, you will select “checkout” which will take you to the prompts 
page. Complete the pertinent prompt questions for each of your children. Each 
question requires an answer before you can move forward. Please be sure to read 
each one carefully and answer. Once all are answered, click on “Submit Reponses.”  
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6. Next, you will review all waivers listed – BE SURE TO READ EACH WAIVER VERY 
CAREFULLY. Once you have read each waiver, you will select “Confirm waiver 
agreement,” which will confirm these waivers for each child.  These waivers will be 
emailed to you and listed at the bottom of your receipt after you have successfully 
completed your registration. If you wish to opt out of any of these waivers, please 
send a confirmation email to mcallister@lafayette.in.gov.  
 

 

 
7. After completing the waiver section, it will take you to the payment screen. There 

you will need to submit a $50 non-refundable registration fee per camper. The fee 
must be paid before you can register for any desired weeks of summer camp. The 
system will not allow you to move forward in the process until your registration form 
is completed and the registration fee is paid.

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Registering for Camp Weeks 

To register for your desired weeks of camp for your children, parents/guardians MUST agree 
to “automatic payments” that will be made the Friday before their children attend camp. 
This will require a card to be on file to make that payment. You will agree to these payments 
at checkout, by selecting the box “I AGREE.” (see page 9) 

To register for weeks of summer camp: 

1. Visit the red McAllister Recreation Center tab and find “McAllister Summer Camp” 
option under “McAllister Camps.” You must first register your children for the “2026 
Summer Camp Registration” before it will allow you to register for specific weeks of 
camp.  
• Each week of camp is listed in CivicRec, with each school grade listed under each 

week as well. For example, a week in CivicRec will appear like this: 
o Week 1 May 26-29 – 1st Grade 
o Week 1 May 26-29 – 2nd Grade 
o Week 1 May 26-29 – 3rd Grade 
o Week 1 May 26-29 – 4th Grade 
o Week 1 May 26-29 – 5th Grade 
o Week 1 May 26-29 – 6th/7th Grades  
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• Your next step is to select the correct week with the correct corresponding grade for 
each camper.  Use the grade they are entering NEXT school year (2026-2027 school 
year). There are 11 weeks total for camp, and you can register your camper for 
however many weeks you need. There is also a single “May 22nd” date listed as that 
is the first day of camp. If you need care that day, you’ll sign up for it as well. There is 
no school grade requirement for that particular day. 

 

 
 

• You will select your camper for each specific week you want them to attend and 
then click “Add to cart.” Continue adding weeks to the cart until you have added all 
weeks that you need. When all the weeks that you would like are added to the cart, 
select checkout. 
 

• This will take you to the payment screen. You will have two options for payment each 
week (see picture on next page).  
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• The first option listed is “pay now $150.00”. This allows you to pay for all weeks up 
front. This is NOT required, but some do prefer to do this.  

• The second option is the payment plan option where there is a $5.00 down payment 
for each week. You will select Option 2 “May 26-29” (each week will have its own 
dates). Once you select this option, the fee will change to $5.00 and then you will 
have to select “I AGREE” to agree to auto-billing. (see below). 
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• After selecting the payment option you prefer, the total should reflect those 
numbers at the bottom, either all down payments or all payments in full.  

 

• Once all payment plans are selected, you will select “credit/debit” card for 
payment. Be sure to check the box “save card.” (see below). 
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• Select “Continue to Payment” and go through the process of entering the data, 
adding your card on file or selecting a current card on file, and then hit “Submit”.  
 

• Please keep in mind that you are required to keep a card on file for auto-billing 
purposes. If you are paying the down payments, the card you use will also be 
charged for the remaining balance for the weeks you selected the Friday prior of 
each week that to your child is attending camp. 

 

• If you are enrolling three or more campers and qualify for that discount, please 
email mcallister@lafayette.in.gov after submitting your registration so that we can 
adjust the pricing for you.

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To purchase a 10-Day Pass: 

• To purchase a 10-Day Pass, you will select “2026 Summer Camp 10-day Pass.”  Select 
each of your children you wish to purchase the pass and select “Add to Cart.”  

 

 

 
 

 

 

 

 

 

• Next, select “Checkout” when all children have added to the cart. You will then select 
payment method and pay for the class pass.  
 
 
 
 
 

• Once your 10-Day Pass has been paid for, the Camp Director or designee will reach 
out to you regarding the 10 days you would like to use for your class pass. We will need 
to know the dates in advance so we can prepare.   
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Frequently Asked Questions 

Q: If I register for several weeks, but have a change of plans, can I get a refund or cancel? 

• Families have until 5:00pm Friday, May 8th to submit any cancellations for the 
summer. Cancellations must be submitted in writing via email to 
mcallister@lafayette.in.gov and will be reviewed by management staff. Please note, 
the $5 per week deposits paid at registration are non-refundable but can be 
transferred to another week of camp, if space is available.  

Q: Do I have to sign up for every week of the summer? 

• No, you can pick and choose which weeks work best for your family’s schedule. 
Registrations will only be taken by the selected week. 

Q: Can my child attend a single day of camp? 

• Yes, your child can attend a single day of camp.  However, the 10-Day Pass would be 
your only option.  

Q: When is the last day to register for weeks of camp? 

• There is no registration end date, but each week is limited to 40 campers per grade. 
The registration will ONLY close for specific weeks when the weeks fill up with 
campers.
